How often do you hear birdsong? Identifying which bird is singing can be hard at first!  Here are some useful ways to tune in: 
 
● Focus on the highest and lowest notes you can hear 

● Listen out for repeated notes or melodies 

● Try to copy the birdsong by whistling or singing the notes or melodies you can hear
